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Friends,

Almost 500 years ago, on October 31, 1517 a letter, said
to be one of the most explosive ever, was sent to the
Archbishop of Mainz. The writer was Martin Luther; the
content was 95 theses against indulgences (the buying of
one's way out of purgatory); the result was the
Reformation.

Stories abound: it is possible these theses were
never nailed to the door of the Castle Church,
Wittenberg as legend has it; there were others
in Europe besides Luther who were striking out
against corruption in the church; a move had
already begun to appoint preachers to deliver
sermons in the vernacular, rather than Latin.
That, of course, is massively simplifying events
and feelings of that time and in subsequent
years. Even so, what Martin Luther began
changed the Christian Church and our world.

To mark this special anniversary, there will be many
special events in our church, in our town and around the
world. During the fall, as we move towards Reformation
Day, | will be reflecting on and preaching about the
Reformation and what it means to be the church today.

presenting a concert to mark the 500" anniversary of the
Reformation on No v e mbré r 2.8NE Will also be
having several adult faith formation opportunities and
small groups that will explore the Reformation and what it
means for us today (look inside for more details).

As we celebrate this important anniversary, it is also
important to remember what it is that we celebrate. We
are NOT celebrating our break as Protestants from the
Roman Catholic Church. What we are celebrating is the
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power of the Holy Spirit to call the Church to reform.
{ SYLISNJ wS matNuthgrRdidZ the Church is
always reforming. In the Reformed Christian Tradition, we
in‘the United Church of Christ celebrate change! We
believe that 6God Is Still Speaking€ and that ¢the Lord has
yet more light and truth to break forth from GodQ Holy
Word.€ We realize that the Church is to be apostolic in its
ministry, but that doesn® mean we are to freeze and
safeguard the traditions of the church from the influence
of a changing world and context.

It means that we take the faith we inherited and we frame
it and interpret it anew for our present generation and for
a new context. We look for the ways the Holy Spirit speaks
in and through our faith to reveal God to us again here
and now. And so the church reforms itself over
and over and over again. Reformation and
change is in our DNA. We see things differently.
God doesn@ change, but we understand and
experience God differently. Social issues are
wrestled with and the church struggles with
how best to adapt to changing times while still
being faithful to what we know of GodQ call.
These issues continue to challenge us as they
have in generations past. And | suspect
generations to come will struggle in much the
same way.

we will embrace GodQ call to continue to change and
grow.

During her 8
years there the church grew from 1800 to 3000 and the
Children@ Ministry grew from 250 to 700. Also in that
time, a new education space (Graceland) was designed
and added.

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including elementary and preschool church schooal,
midweek and Sunday childcare programs, family camp,
mission festival and advent workshop. She also added 20
more programs including Good Works Theatre Company,
Puppet Nativity, Wednesday elementary program,
summer church school, parenting classes and Communion
Education.

She was also Director of Christian Education at Excelsior
Congregational UCC in Excelsior, Minnesota for 3 years
and was responsible working with the Board of Christian
Education to develop and run Church School, Nursery,
Adult Ed Program, Confirmation and Youth Fellowship.
